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Communication, Language and Literacy – We will be consolidating our knowledge of single sounds and letter names and revisiting the digraphs we have covered. Our reading texts will include fairy tales such as Jack and the Beanstalk and Little Red Riding Hood and some non-fiction texts based on our topic of growth. We will continue developing handwriting and our own writing will be based on our texts and topic work.








Mathematical Development – We will continue practising our counting and numerical recognition up to 20 (and beyond) and working on addition and subtraction skills. We will also focus much more on writing some of these numbers. We will continue


to learn about 3D shape and using coins to pay and give change. Our work on measures will include capacity, length, weight and time.








Knowledge and Understanding Of The World – We will be focusing on growth this term, planting our own seeds and following their growth and development in a diary. We will also be looking at our growth, how we have changed since birth, our body parts and how to keep healthy. In addition, we will look at other life cycles (butterflies, frogs etc.) In ICT the children will be using a drawing program to produce a symmetrical butterfly. They will also be acting out and videoing a fairy story.














Personal, Social and Emotional Development  - We will be continuing our on-going focus on developing positive behaviour and relationships, encouraging self control and independence. Linked with our SEAL topic work this term we will also be thinking about what is fair and unfair and how to form and maintain successful relationships.





Creative Development  - We will be learning how to use and draw with chalk pastels. 


During music sessions, we will be singing various topic-related songs and we will continue to learn about pitch and pulse as part of our Jolly Phonics Music Programme.





Physical Development  - We will continue our work on dance, using a variety of stimuli.  The children will participate in outdoor play activities and our games lessons will feature the use of balls, hoops and quoits. We will also be preparing for sports day.
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
