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Communication, Language and Literacy – As well as carrying out key word activities, we will continue to follow the Jolly Phonics programme in the order set out in your booklet. We will read stories related to our ‘Teddy’ topic work such as Goldilocks and The Three Bears and some texts on water and related themes. We will learn about rhyme and develop the children's handwriting skills. 








Mathematical Development -We will be learning to count and recognise numbers to 10 and beyond and we will be working on adding and subtracting skills. We will also look at 2D and 3D shapes and the language of mass and capacity.








Knowledge and Understanding Of The World - We will be looking at different materials and finding out which objects float and which sink. We will be investigating boats and designing and making our own, choosing suitable materials. We will be looking at old and new teddies, using historical vocabulary and developing early map skills. We will also be learning about Chinese New Year and looking at some aspects of Chinese culture.




















Personal, Social and Emotional Development  - We will be encouraging independence whilst building on the children’s confidence. We will be seeking to help children to express their feelings and build positive relationships with their peers. In circle time they will learn about the importance of ‘Going for Goals’ and will try and set themselves goals in school and at home.





Creative Development  - We will be doing pencil drawings, printing, painting, colour mixing and learning about salt dough modelling related to our topic work on teddies. The children will express themselves musically by using their voices. We will be following the Jolly Music Scheme, during which the children will use their voices to explore pulse, pitch and dynamics.





Physical Development  - The children will participate in outdoor play activities. In gymnastics children will be stretching and curling, travelling and taking weight on different body parts. In dance the children will move imaginatively in response to a range of stimuli including music.
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
