As artists we will be looking at the work of Clarice Cliff and designing our own containers based on her work





As writers we are continuing to follow the Literacy Framework, focusing on texts involving stories and plays of Shakespeare, especially ‘The Tempest’ and classic and modern poetry. We will continue to focus on developing our awareness of commas, apostrophes and their use of adjectives, similes and metaphors to create effective figurative writing.





As mathematicians we are continuing to follow the Numeracy Framework. This term we will be working on improving their ability to perform mental calculations for +, -, x and ÷.  We will also be covering work on written calculation methods, place value, solving word based problems, fractions, time, area, measuring turns and understanding angles. In data handling we will use bar charts, Venn and Carroll diagrams to answer questions and investigate information.








As scientists we will look at electricity before half term, learning about the need for a complete circuit and the effects of reversing the flow of electricity. We will look at the effects of voltage changes and of adding more components to a circuit in series. After half term we will focus on forces, learning about gravity, exploring the effects of friction and investigating magnets.








As musicians we will develop our ability to recognise and use scales and create short melodies and accompaniments.





Using our ICT skills we will be learning to search for information on databases, including the use of the internet.  We will be creating a multimedia presentation to retell part of the story of The Tempest.








In RE, we will learn about aspects of the Hindu faith.





As designers we be designing and lighting up a home for a resident on the Island in The Tempest.





In PSHCE we are looking at topics on ‘Looking after ourselves’ and ‘Rules and Responsibilities’ and in class council sessions, we will discuss issues raised by the School council. Our SEAL topic is ‘Going for Goals’.
