Do you know all about the school Book Club? It's a great scheme open to all pupils at the Firs Lower School. Here's how it works....

Regular Saving for home libraries; 
New members – send in some money (e.g. 15p, 20p, 30p, 50p, whatever) in an envelope addressed to Book Club with your name, class & the amount on it. This will go to the school office and will be passed onto us, here at Book Club. We'll then send you a Book Club card.

Once you have a Book Club card, you can send it in with some money – any amount, however often you like – once a week, every other week, it's up to you. This money comes to us and  gets added to your total and we'll send you your Book Club card back, so you know how much you've saved. 

When you've saved £4, you get invited over to the Hollows on a Tuesday lunchtime to choose 2 books!! We have a wide range of books to suit everyone and if you need help choosing, you can bring a friend with you. 

If you want to, you can then start saving again! It's a great way to build up your home library!
So get saving and get reading....

There are also How To Draw books, activity or sticker books and even some non-fiction books about things like sharks. 

The stock changes regularly, but we try to keep the most popular books in stock.

Most books have a RRP of £3.99 or more, but we are able to sell all books for £2 each. Any money made goes towards either the PTA or class libraries - every Christmas we donate 10 books to each class.
